Profile of  NNC Rugby Club

The Club Noordelikes (Northerns) was established in 1951, and was strength in the Western Province, South Africa, club rugby, producing many provincial players as well as Springboks including Captain Hennie Muller.

In 1988 when rugby already was an unofficial professional game Northerns went through a very bad stage, they lost players and had to face relegation. At this time the students from the college played in a lower league but were in fact more powerful than the first team. With their assistance they ensured that Northerns stayed in the first league by ending fifth from the bottom of the first league. They then decided to amalgamate, changing the name to Parow Noordelikes Tygerberg Kollege (Parow Northerns Tygerberg College) or Parow NTC. This was then changed to NTC Rugby Club. 

Apart from the Northerns colours (red jersey and white shorts) the tradition of singing the Northerns song after every game still lives on.

NTC won the Grand Challenge (Super A First League) competition in Western Province from 1992 till 1996.The average age group of the players that play for NTC are 24 and the majority of the students that play are studying the Sport Management and Coaching Course at Northlink College (Tygerberg Campus).

NTK has since 2003 appointed a Club Manager. His tasks include the socialization of players, obtaining sponsors, keeping and signing players and ensuring that management do their job as spelled out in their job descriptions.

 NTC enters 5 senior and 3 under 21 teams every season. Each team performed exceptionally well in their different leagues. During 2006 the first team performed the best by ending second in the Super A First League behind Stellenbosch University (Maties). Numerous players from the said club have represented Western Province in u/19, u/20, WP Vodacom, WP Currie Cup, Stormers and Springboks. During the 2003 season we had one player representing Namibia in the World Cup.

Since 2003 the club has participated in the Cobra Ten’s tournament in Malaysia and have also made its mark as a formidable side to be reckoned with. The said club won the said tournament in 2003and 2010. A mid-winter team building program is always at Paternoster on the West Coast, to prepare for the second half of the season. The junior sides are always doing well within their specific leagues.  

Due to the Western Cape Education Department’s transformation process in 2004 the club’s name has change to Northerns Northlink College Rugby Club, situated at the Jan Burger Sport Park in Parow North, Cape Town, South Africa. The said club have three rugby fields with flood lights and a pavilion that can seat up to 1 500 people. We have a full-time sports doctor and physiotherapists for each of the first 3 teams. The facilities are in excellent condition due to the competent way in which the said club is managed by the current committee.

The said club is a mentor for a previously disadvantaged senior school in Khayelitsha and all our facilities are available to them for use. The said school is also participating in  practising with our u/20 sides during the season and our  mission is to get more involved with our local primary and high schools and to make the young players part of the club. With reference to the above information the said club is fortunate to have strong management personnel to provide such results as stipulated. We as a club strive to respect the club, the opponents, the coaches, the referee’s and people in general. The said club is none profitable organisation and all monies received are ploughed back into the activities of the club and a sponsorship of any kind, no matter how small, is very much appreciated.
